METAL FINDINGS FROM THE CULJEVINA LOCALITY NEAR CACAK

At the *Culjevina’ Jocality in the village of Prijevor, near Cagak, a mortared,
rectangular, Zvaulted’ tomb was found within a three-room building structure,
supposed to represent a [amily vault of the owner of the estate and the villa rusti-
ca, which was previously studied at the "Pitomine’ locality. Judging by the way of
burial and by analogy to the Macedonia region, it may be inferred that it was the
family vault in which two adults of unidentified sex were buried.

The metal findings from the *Culjevina’ locality consist of an iren knife and
iron wedge, both fragmented and severely corroded, a pin of silver belt buckle and
a silver buckle of rounded cross-section with a massive pin curved at its top, a tri-
angular plate with semi-circular end, as well as five silver pins - probes of the au-
riscalpium type.

The last two findings are difficult to trace back and can be supposed to be-
Jong to the end of 4" century. The silver objects found among those in the vault at
the *Culjevina’ locality, as well as the way of the burial itself, testify to the fact
that the deccased belonged to the wealthy class.

OBJETS METALLIQUES MIS AU JOUR DANS LE SITE ARCHEOLOGIQE DE
CULJEVINA, PRES DE TCHATCHAK

Dans le site archéologique ,,Culjevine qui se trouve dans le village de Pri-
jevor, prés de Tchatchak, a ét€ mise au jour une tombe de magonnerie, rectangu-
laire et voitée, englobéc dans une construction compostant trois locaux; on peut
supposer qu'il s’agit d’une crypte familiale qui avait appartenu au proprictaire
d’un domaine et d’une villa rustique, situés dans le site archéologique , Pitomine®,
qui ont déja fait objet des fouilles archéologiques. A en en juger par le mode
d’ensevelissement et en prenant en consideration les analogies avec les construc-
tions similaires sur le territoire de la Macédoins, on peut conclure que ¢’était la
une crypte familiale contenant deux défunts adultes dont le sexe n’a pas pu étre
établi.

Les objets métalliques mis au jour a ~Culjevina® consistent de fragments
d’un couteau et d’un clou en fer, trés corrodés, ensuite, de 1" ardillon d’une bouc-
le en argent, d’une boucle en argent & section ronde, munie d’un ardillon massif a
pointe courbée et d'un chasis triangulaire au sommet arrondi ainsi que de cing ai-
guilles-sondes du type d’auriscalpium. Ces deux derniers ensembles d’objets,
dont la datation est délicate, pourraient étre situés a la fin du IV* siécle. La présen-
ce des objets en argent parmi ceux qui ont été découverts dans le site de ,,guljevi—
na“, ainsi que le mode d’ensevelissement lui-méme, attestent que les défunts ap-
partenaient & une couche sociale aisée.
